GUIDELINES FOR FOREIGN STUDENTS AND VISITING OBSERVER DOING RESEARCH IN CMC

The following guidelines should be followed for foreign students/visitor observer doing research in CMCH, Vellore, India.

1. One of the faculty members of CMCH should be the local guide.

2. The local guide should obtain the concurrence of the Head of the Department concerning the feasibility of the study and permission to work and this preferably the part of an ongoing research in the institution.

3. Clearance from Research Committee and if necessary that of Ethics Committee is required.

4. All work including data collection and analysis should be done only under supervision of the local guide.  Raw data should never be allowed out of the institution.  If the visitor is unable to complete the study before leaving, local guide or the Head of the Department will either complete it with or without the help of other personnel / other visitors.

5. Due acknowledgement should be given to the institution.

6. The local guide/head of the department shall be the author for correspondence.

7. It will be the responsibility of local guide to instruct the students/visitors on proper code of behaviour and dress.

8. Where hands on patient care are involved, the clearance from the Ministry of Health should be obtained.

9. Clearance from appropriate government authorities is needed except for help in ongoing projects.

10. If foreign funds are involved, clearance must be obtained through appropriate government authorities by the local guide if required.

11. Non medical students should get clearance from Ministry of Human Resources Development.

12. There should be no financial commitment for the institution.

GUIDELINES FOR FOREIGN SCIENTISTS TO UNDERTAKE RESEARCH IN CMC

1. No foreign scientist is eligible to undertake independent research in any of the facilities of the CMCH.  All such research would have to be collaborative effort with an identified faculty member in our institution who will be the Principal Investigator or CO-Principle Investigator and all such research would have to have a proposal which is submitted to and approved by the Research Committee through its normal mechanism.

2. Funds for such collaborative research would have to be obtained from resources outside the institution through the competitive granting mechanism of various granting agencies.

3. For all research work done at Vellore, the necessary technology for carrying out the investigations and analysis should be transferred and established in Vellore.  In exceptional circumstances with the specific clearance of the Research Committee and the Administration, certain special tests may be done in laboratories outside the country and samples necessary for them can be transferred there.

4. All results of the research work done at Vellore are the property of the CMCH and shall remain at Vellore.  No raw or unorganized data can be taken away from Vellore and the foreign collaborator is only eligible to take the final analysed tables and data which are being published.  In exceptional circumstances, particularly for clinical trials there might be need to make an exception where raw data would have to be sent to the agency outside which is funding such clinical trials, if it is part of multi centric trial etc. and the Research Committee will have to make appropriate decision, where IRB Clearance is required.

5. The intellectual property rights of any collaborative research done at Vellore, using data collected at CMCH, Vellore, will rest with CMCH, Vellore.  Overseas Scientific Collaborators will not have independent intellectual property rights on such data.

6. Clearance by appropriate Government of India agencies such as DST, ICMR, Drug Controller (for clearing new drugs) etc., should be obtained where necessary.

7. Government of India regulations regarding transport of biological material and other samples to overseas countries should be adhered to.

8. Institutional overhead charges of 15% should be incorporated into the budget.

9. A statement, signed by both the Indian Principal Investigator and the foreign scientist, stating that they have read and will abide by the proposed guidelines must be submitted to the Research Committee along with the proposal.
